Recipients are selected based on academic achievement, character, school and community
involvement. Awards can be used for full-time or part-time study at a technical school, a community college or four-year
college. Students need to have applied or been accepted into a school at the time they apply for funding from the Bill
Pickett Memorial Scholarship Fund. Our goal is to provide scholarships or grants to deserving African American high
school and college students.

Applicants must meet all of the eligibility requirements and deadlines to qualify. Awards should be applied toward
tuition, room & board, books and fees.

2. Community Member: Please request a reference from a member of your community.
This might be a pastor of your church, a neighbor you babysit for, a program coordinator from a program you are involved with,
or someone that you have volunteered for. Your reference will be asked to describe your character and your involvement in
activities at your school and/or in the community. You are responsible for ensuring that your reference completes this request
prior to the scholarship application deadline. This needs to be done in ADVANCE of submitting your application. The deadline
for reference is the same as your scholarship application deadline.
